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PREFACE 

Following receipt on March 23, 1994, of a request from the House Committee on Ways and 
Means and the Senate Committee on Finance, the U.S. International Trade Commission instituted 
investigation No. 332-353, Potential Impact on the U.S. Economy and Industries of the GATT 
Uruguay Round Agreements, under section 332 (g) of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. 1332(g)), on 
March 25, 1994. The purpose of this report is to analyze the impact of the Uruguay Round 
Agreements (URA) of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) on the U.S. economy, 
focusing on important agricultural, industrial, and service sectors. 

This report is the companion to volume I, which contains detailed analysis of the effects of the 
URA on 58 agricultural, industrial, and service sectors. Volume II contains appendix F, trade tables 
showing exports, imports, and the trade balance for 1991-93 for the sectors and component 
industries discussed in this report. No tables are presented for service sectors because no 
comparable data is available for these sectors. 

The information and analysis in this report are for the purpose of this report only. Nothing in this 
report should be construed to indicate how the Commission would find in an investigation 
conducted under other statutory authority covering the same or similar matters.
