Besides the information generally 
available on production, consumption, 
foreign trade, stocks, and prices of lead 
and zinc, the report provided new informa­
tion on the value of products and the 
p r i n c i p a l expenses i n lead and zinc min­
ing and mi l l i n g i n the United States and 
in some foreign countries; on the grade 
of ore mined; on pro f i t and lo s s i n min­
ing, m i lling, smelting, and refining; on 
costs of transporting lead and zinc i n 
the United States and from foreign 
countries to the United States; and on 
recent changes i n employment at lead and 
zinc mines and prinary smelters and re­
f i n e r i e s . The Commission drew certain 
conclusions from i t s investigation, and 
incorporated them in i t s report. Com­
missioners Ryder and Edminster made 
additional separate statements.

thereof i n the t a r i f f schedules, that 
such s p e c i f i c enumeration would be more 
appropriate i n the t a r i f f schedule cover­
ing wood products than i n any other 
t a r i f f schedule; that the d e s i r a b i l i t y 
for establishing a s p e c i f i c enumeration 
might or might not indicate the appropri­
ateness or d e s i r a b i l i t y of a change i n 
the rates of duty then applicable; and 
that no information developed i n the 
course of the Commission's investigation 
supported the position that the rates 
then being applied were nece s s a r i l y those 
best suited to afford the domestic hard-
board industry the degree of protection 
which the Congress intended that i t should 
have. 

The minority of the Commission (Com­
missioners Edminster and Sutton) were of 
the opinion that the r e c l a s s i f i c a t i o n of 
hardboard should be considered by the 
T a r i f f Commission i n the general review 
which i t was making of a l l t a r i f f c l a s s i ­
f i c a t i o n s i n the conduct o f . i t s t a r i f f 
s i m p l i f i c a t i o n study. They recognized 
that a reasonable case could be made to 
j u s t i f y a s p e c i f i c enumeration of hard-
board i n the t a r i f f , but i n t h e i r view 
hardboard could j u s t as appropriately be 
enumerated i n the t a r i f f schedule cover­
ing paper products or i n that covering 
sundries as i n the schedule covering wood 
products. The minority found that the 
considerations which pointed to the de­
s i r a b i l i t y for establishing a s p e c i f i c 
enumeration i n the t a r i f f did not indicate 
the appropriateness or d e s i r a b i l i t y of a 
change i n the rates of duty applicable to 
imports of hardboard. No information 
which had come to t h e i r knowledge made 
them f e e l that there was a need f o r 
revising those rates a t that time.
