SUMMARY: Noticeis hereby given that acomplaint was filed with the U.S.
Internationa Trade Commission on March 11, 2004, under section 337 of the Tariff
Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. 1337, on behalf of Zoran Corporation and Oak
Technology, Inc., both of Sunnyvde, Cdifornia. Three letters supplementing the
complaint were filed on March 29 and March 30, 2004. The complaint, as
supplemented, dleges violaions of section 337 in the importation into the United States,
the sde for importation, and the sale within the United States after importation of certain
optica disk controller chips and chipsets and products containing same, including DVD
players and PC optica storage devices, by reason of infringement of claims 1-12 of
U.S. Patent No. 6,466,736, claims 1-3 of U.S. Patent No. 6,584,527, and claims 1-
35 of U.S. Patent No. 6,546,440. The complaint further alegesthat there exists an
industry in the United States as required by subsection (&)(2) of section 337.

The complainants request that the Commission indtitute an investigation and,
after the investigation, issue a permanent exclusion order and permanent cease and
desist orders.

Patent No. 6,466,736, claims 1-3 of U.S. Patent No. 6,584,527, or claims 1-35 of
U.S. Patent No. 6,546,440, and whether an industry in the United States exists as
required by subsection (8)(2) of section 337.

Failure of arespondent to file atimely response to each dlegation in the
complaint and in this notice may be deemed to condtitute awalver of the right to appear
and contest the alegations of the complaint and to authorize the administrative law
judge and the Commission, without further notice to the respondent, to find the facts to
be as aleged in the complaint and this notice and to enter both an initid determination
and afind determination containing such findings, and may result in the issuance of a
limited exclusion order or a cease and desist order or both directed against such
respondent.
