SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION:

The Commission indtituted this investigation on April 4, 2003, based on a complaint filed by
Broadcom Corp. (“Broadcom”) of Irvine, Cdifornia 68 Fed. Reg. 16551. The respondent named in
the investigation is Microtune, Inc. (“Microtune’) of Plano, Texas. The complaint aleged that
respondent Microtune violated section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930 by importing certain power
amplifier chips, broadband tuner chips, transceiver chips, and products containing same which infringed
certain clams of U.S. Patents Nos. 6,445,039, and 5,682,379 (* 379 patent).

On August 26, 2003, complainant Broadcom moved pursuant to Commission rule 210.21 to
terminate the investigation as to the * 379 patent based on withdrawal of the complaint asto that patent.
Broadcom stated that it learned during discovery that Microtune has ceased manufacturing the products
that Broadcom had accused of infringing the * 379 patent. Respondent Microtune and the Commission
investigetive atorney did not oppose the motion.

On October 8, 2003, the ALJissued an ID (Order No. 6) granting the motion to terminate the
investigation asto the * 379 patent. No petitions for review of the ID were filed.

This action is taken under the authority of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, 19 U.SC. §
1337, and section 210.42 of Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 19 C.F.R. § 210.42.
