SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commisson indituted this investigation on May 9,
2002, based on a complaint filed by EMC Corporation of Hopkinton, Massachusetts (“EMC”), againgt
Hitachi, Ltd. of Tokyo, Japan, and Hitachi Data Systems Corporation of Santa Clara, Cdifornia. 67
Fed. Reg. 34472 (2002).



The complaint dleges violations of section 337 in the importation and sde of certain data Sorage
systems or components thereof by reason of infringement of certain claims of complainant’s U.S. Patent
Nos. 5,742,792; 5,544,347; 6,092,066; 6,101,497; 6,108,748; and 5,909,692.

On September 20, 2002, EMC filed a motion to terminate the investigation asto atota of 64 clams and
to amend the complaint and notice of investigation by adding two clams.

On October 4, 2002, respondents filed a response in which they stated that they did not oppose
EMC smotion. Also on October 4, 2002, the Commission’s investigetive attorney filed aresponsein
support of the EMC’s maotion.

On October 8, 2002, the ALJissued an ID granting complainant's motion. No party filed a petition for
review of the ID.

The authority for the Commission’'s determination is contained in section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930,
as amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), and in section 210.42 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and
Procedure (19 C.F.R. § 210.42).
