SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commisson indtituted this investigation on August 20,
2002, based on a complaint filed by Climax Molybdenum Company ("Climax") againgt one
respondent, Molychem LLC. 67 Fed. Reg. 53966. Climax’s complaint aleges violations of section
337 of the Tariff Act of 1930 in the importation into the United States, sde for importation, and/or sde
within the United States after importation of certain anmonium octamolybdate isomers by reason of
infringement of clam 1 of Climax’s U.S. Patent No. 5,985,236.



On October 3, 2002, Climax filed a motion to amend its complaint to add Anhui Wonder Trade Co.
Ltd. Pudong Trans USA, Inc., John S. Conner, Inc., and ChemMet International, Inc. as respondents
in the investigation. The Commisson investigetive atorney supported the motion. There was no
opposition to the motion. On October 22, 2002, the presiding adminigtrative law judge issued an ID
(Order No. 5) granting Climax’ s motion to add the four respondents to the investigation. No petitions
for review of the ID werefiled.

This action is taken under the authority of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, and
section 210.42(h) of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 19 C.F.R. § 210.42(h).
