H.R. 2026 is very similar to H.R. 2028 and H.R. 2246.  The article description of H.R. 2246, as modified,
allows for either product described in H.R. 2028 or H.R. 2026 to be imported.  H.R. 2246 would be easier
to administer for U.S. Customs purposes.  If H.R. 2246 is enacted, neither H.R. 2026 nor H.R. 2028
would be necessary.  

If H.R. 2026 is to be enacted, the Commission suggests that the article description on page 1 be used
because it contains the common chemical name for this optical isomer.
