Product information, including uses/applications and sour ce(s) of imports:

Etridiazole is used by Chemturato produce proprietary in-furrow (soil-applied) fungicide formulations,
which control the pathogenic organisms, pythium and phytophthora, on avocados, strawberries, certain
turf grasses and ornamentals, cotton, barley, wheat, beans, soybeans, peanuts, beets, sorghum, safflower,
corn, peas, and rice. Etridiazole protects against seedling diseases, allowing seedlings to emerge faster,
reducing the time they are exposed to disease and insects. Etridiazole aso protects against root rot or
browning of root tips, leading to decay and causing the seedlings to topple. The product isimported from
Germany.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Heading 9902.01.59 of the Har-
monized Tariff Schedule of the United States is amended
by striking the date in the effective period column and
inserting ‘“‘December 31, 2009”.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
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this section shall apply with respect to goods entered, or
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I withdrawn from warehouse for consumption, on or after

2 the 15th day after the date of enactment of this Act.
