These products are functional perfluoropolyethers which are synthesized through a proprietary process of
photo oxidation of tetrafluoroethylene monomer.  These products are described as clear, colorless, to pale
yellow, medium viscosity fluids.  The products are used in polymer modifications and polymerizations,
and for electronic component lubrication in the magnetic disk drive industry because of their limited
decomposition and thermal stability.  These products are imported from Italy.
