Inflatable swimming pools of polyvinyl chloride, not exceeding 1.651 m in diameter or width
(provided for in subheading 9506.99.55).

Product information, including uses/applications and source(s) of imports:

An inflatable pool is a warm-weather recreational item, and those specified in this bill are made for
children. Although inflatable pools come in a variety of shapes and sizes, those covered by the proposed
language in this bill are under 1.651 meters (5.42 feet) in diameter. The pools have a protruding valve
made of plastics for filling it with air either by mouth or air pump. Inflatable pools of this size are
normally filled with water by using a garden hose. The pools specified in the proposed bill are made of
polyvinyl chloride, which is one of the most widely produced plastics. Imports are supplied almost
entirely by China.

Technical comments:*

It is suggested that the article description of the proposed heading be edited slightly and worded as shown
on page 1, to be consistent with normal HTS usage. It is not known if the subject pools would all be
round, so an alternative measure is suggested. Moreover, it can probably be assumed that such small
pools are intended for children, so that word is removed from the description to avoid any need to
interpret it.

* The Commission may express an opinion on the HTS classification of a product to facilitate consideration of the bill. However,
by law, only the U.S. Customs Service is authorized to issue a binding ruling on this matter. The Commission believes that the
U.S. Customs Service should be consulted prior to enactment of the bill.
