lll. Other product information, including uses/applications and source(s) of imports

The subject products are bicycle wheel rims. A bicycle wheel rim is the outer metal hoop of a bicycle wheel that supports
the tire but does not contain spokes or a hub. Taiwan and China are the leading suppliers of bicycle wheel rims, with Taiwan
accounting for 43 percent of total U.S. imports in 2011 and China, 32 percent. Subheading 8714.92.10 also covers wheel
rims for motorcycles and wheelchairs.

This bill would reduce the rate of duty in heading 9902.24.69 from 1.8 percent ad valorem to free. Heading 9902.24.69
currently provides for reduced duties (from 5 percent to 1.8 percent) on bicycle wheel rims through December 31, 2012.
