AC electric motors having an output rated at 74.6 W or more but not over 105 W, single phase; each equipped with a
capacitor rated not over 4 microfarads, a rotary speed control mechanism and a motor mount cooling ring (provided for in
subheading 8501.40.40).

The subject products, electric motors, convert electrical energy to mechanical energy and are used in a wide range of
applications. These electric motors have an output rating from 74.6 W to 105 W and are often used in household fans. China
is the principal source of imports.

V. Technical comments

The article description shown above has been modified slightly to make it clearer and more consistent with other headings.
The proposed duty reduction in H.R. 5094 likely covers some products given a temporary duty suspension under HTS
headings 9902.85.07 and 9902.85.08, which expired on December 31, 2009. This proposed duty reduction would include
only certain motors with capacitors rated not over 4 microfarads. Products which are also covered by a duty reduction
proposed in H.R. 5102. Itis suggested that the two expired headings be deleted from the HTS, if they are not renewed.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter II of chapter 99 of
the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States is
