Acrylic fiber tow, continuous filament, with a nominal 320,000 filaments (plus or minus 10 percent), containing 98 percent 
or more by weight of acrylonitrile units, 2 percent or more but not more than 4 percent of water, and not more than 2500 
ppm of sodium, with average filament measuring 1.67 decitex (plus or minus 0.08 decitex)  (provided for in subheading 
5501.30.00)
