lll. Other product information, including uses/applications and source(s) of imports

The subject products, polycrystalline alumina tubes and shaped bodies, are components of high-intensity discharge (HID)
lamps. In HID lamps, light is created by an electric arc between two electrodes. Three common HID lamp types are mercury
vapor, metal halide, and high-pressure sodium lamps. They are typically used in outdoor lighting applications (e.g.,
stadiums and street lights) or to light large indoor areas (e.g., retail space and indoor arenas). The subject products are
hollow ceramic cores that hold the chemicals to generate the discharge. The principal source of imports of the subject
products is the European Union. Opposition to this bill is noted below in the Contacts table.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. POLYCRYSTALLINE ALUMINA TUBES AND

SHAPED BODIES DESIGNED FOR HIGH INTEN-

SITY DISCHARGE (HID) LAMPS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter II of chapter 99 of
