Wing illumination lights are small lights located on each wingtip of an aircraft, consisting of one red light
on the left wingtip and one green light on the right wingtip. Their primary purpose isto indicate to other
aircraft and air traffic control systems the direction in which the aircraft is traveling. Wing illumination
lights are used to improve aircraft visibility and to assist in determining the degree of ice formation on the
wings in winter weather conditions. The principal import source of these aircraft wing illumination lights
is Canada.
