SCOPE PVA:  For purposes of this investigation, the Department of Commerce has defined the subject merchandise as all polyvinyl alcohol hydrolyzed in excess of 80 percent, whether or not mixed or diluted with commercial levels of defoamer or boric acid.  PVB-grade low-ash polyvinyl alcohol (defined below as PVB-GRADE PVA) and PVA in fiber form are not included in the scope of this investigation.  The merchandise under investigation is currently classifiable under subheading 3905.30.00 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
