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Summary Highlights of Economic Conditions in the Nonrubber Footwear
Industry in the Third Calendar Quarter of 1980

U.S. production.--Preliminary data indicate that domestic production of

nonrubber footwear amounted to 91.9 million pairs in July-September 1980, or
2 percent more than that in the corresponding period of 1979 (table 1).

U.S. -imports.——Nonrubber footwear imports amounted to 89:2 million pairs

in July-September 1980, or 15 percent less than those in July-September 1979

(table 1).

U.S. exports.--U.S. exports rose to 3.2 million pairs in July-

September 1980, representing a 34-percent increase over exports in the
corresponding period last year (table 12).

Ratio of imports to consumption.--Imports of nonrubber footwear accounted

for 49 percent of U.S. consumption in July-September 1980, having declined
from 54 percent of consumption in the corresponding period of 1979 (table 1).

Source of imports.--During July-September 1980, imports from the

controlled countries—--Taiwan and Korea--increased to 46.1 million pairs, 12
percent more than those in July-September 1979 (table 5). Imports from the
uncontrolled countries decreased to 43.2 million pairs, representing a
33-percent decline from imports in July-September 1979. Imports from Italy
and Spain continued to decrease significantly in July-September 1980, by 63
percent and 34 percent, respectively. Imports from the People's Republic of
China continued to increase, reaching a 9-month total of 1.4 million pairs in
1980, representing a 136-percent increase over those in the corresponding

period of 1979.



Prices.--The Producer Price Index for footwear increased to 234.2 in
July=-September 1980 from 224.7 in July-September 1979. The Consumer Price
Index for footwear increased to 191.1 in July-September 1980 from 178.0 during
the corresponding period of 1979 (table 3).

Employment and unemployment rate.--Preliminary data for the third quarter

of 1980 show that employment declined for the first time in four quarters, to
148,100, but remained slightly higher than in the corresponding period of 1979
(table 2). The unemployment rate in the leather and leather products industry
for July-September 1980 was 8.9 percent, compared with 10.3 percent in the

corresponding period of 1979 (table 3). 1/
