Part 12 headnotes:

1. This part covers only products which are Ffit
for use as beverages or for beverage purposes.

2. The standaerd for determining the proof of brandy
and other spirits or liquors of any kind when imported
is the same as that which is defined in the laws
relating to internal revenue. The Secretary of the
Treasury, in his discrelion, may authorize the
ascertaioment of the proof of wines, cordials, or
other liquors and fruilt juices by distillation or
otherwise, when it is impracticable to ascertain such
proof by the means prescribed by existing law or
regulations.

3. The duties prescrihed on products covered by
this part are in addition to the internal-revenue
texes imposed under existing law or any suhsequent
Act. The duties imposed on products covered by Lhis
part which are subjecl also to internal-revenue Laxes
are imposed only on the quantities subject to such
taxes; exceplL that, in Lhe cese of distilled spirits
transferred to the bonded premises of a distilled
spirits plant under the provisions of section 5332
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, the duties are
imposed on the quanfity withdrawn from customs custody.

4. Provisions for the free entry of certain

samples of slcoholic beverages are covered hy part 5
of schedule 3.

5. In determining the degree of concentration of
mixed fruit julces (item 165.65), the mixture sghall
be considered as being wholly of the component juice
having the lowest Brix value.
