ACTION: Institution of five-year reviews concerning the countervailing duty and antidumping duty orders on
certain pipe and tube from Argentina, Brazil, Canada, India, |sragl, Korea, Mexico, Singapore, Taiwan,
Thailand, Turkey, and Venezuela.

SUMMARY: The Commission hereby gives notice that it has ingtituted reviews pursuant to section 751(c)
of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1675(c)) (the Act) to determine whether revocation of the
countervailing duty and antidumping duty orders on certain pipe and tube from Argentina, Brazil, Canada,
India, Isragl, Korea, Mexico, Singapore, Taiwan, Thailand, Turkey, and Venezuelawould be likely to lead to
continuation or recurrence of material injury.
