Complainant shall report to the Commission, on a semi-annual basis
starting on December 31, 2015, whether complainant is continuing to
use the subject intellectual property. The report shall include, but is not
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limited to, an affidavit stating that complainant is continuing to use the
intellectual property underlying the exclusion order in commerce.
Failure to comply with this provision will result in rescission of the
exclusion order.

2. The Secretary will serve this Order on the parties to the above-captioned investigations
and publish notice thereof in the Federal Register.

COMMISSION ACTION AND ORDER 

Introduction 

The United States I n t e r n a t i o n a l Trade Commission has concluded i t s 

i n v e s t i g a t i o n under s e c t i o n 337 of the T a r i f f Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1337), 

of alleged u n f a i r methods of competition and u n f a i r acts in the unauthorized 

importation of c e r t a i n cube puzzles into the United Stat e s , or In t h e i r s a l e 

by the owner, importer, consignee, or agent of e i t h e r , the alleged e f f e c t or 

tendency of which i s to destroy or s u b s t a n t i a l l y i n j u r e an industry, 

e f f i c i e n t l y and economically operated, In the United S t a t e s . The Commission's 

i n v e s t i g a t i o n concerned a l l e g a t i o n s of (1) infringement of common-law 

trademarks of complainant Id e a l Toy Corp., (2) f a l s e representation by copying 

complainant's trade d r e s s , and (3) passing off of respondents' cube puzzles as 

those of complainant. 

This Action and Order provides for the f i n a l d i s p o s i t i o n of i n v e s t i g a t i o n 

No. 337-TA-112 by the Commission. I t i s based upon the Commission's 

determination (Commissioner Stern d i s s e n t i n g ) , made in public session at the 

Commission meeting of December 15, 1982, that there i s a v i o l a t i o n of s e c t i o n 

337. 
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Action 

Having reviewed the record compiled and information developed i n t h i s 

i n v e s t i g a t i o n , including (1) the submissions f i l e d by the p a r t i e s , (2) the 

t r a n s c r i p t of the evidentiary hearing before the ALJ and the e x h i b i t s which 

were accepted Into evidence, (3) the ALJ's recommended determination, and ( 4 ) 

the arguments and presentations made by the p a r t i e s and witnesses at the 

Commission's p u b l i c hearing on November 18, 1982, the Commisson on December 

15, 1982, determined (Commissioner Stern d i s s e n t i n g ) t h a t — 

1. There i s a v i o l a t i o n of section 337 with—respect to the 
Importation and s a l e of imported cube puzzles and t h e i r 
packaging that i n f r i n g e Ideal's common-law trademarks; 

2. The appropriate remedy for such v i o l a t i o n i s a general 
exclusion order issued pursuant to se c t i o n 337(d) (19 U.S.C. 
§ 1337(d)); 

3. The public i n t e r e s t f a c t o r s enumerated i n section 337(d) do not _ 
preclude the issuance of the order referred to i n paragraph 2 
above; and 

4. The bond provided for i n section 337(g)(3) (19 U.S.C. 
§ 337(g)(3)) s h a l l be i n the amount of 600 percent of the 
entered value of the cube puzzles i n question. 

Order 

Accordingly, i t i s hereby ORDERED THAT— 

1. Cube puzzles ' tnat i n f r i n g e I d e a l ' s common-law trademark i n i t s 
Rubik's Cube puzzle are excluded from entry into the United 
S t a t e s ; 

2. Packages c o n s i s t i n g of a c y l i n d r i c a l black p l a s t i c base and a 
c y l i n d r i c a l c l e a r p l a s t i c cover, the p l a s t i c base and p l a s t i c 
cover sealed by a s t r i p of black and gold tape, that i n f r i n g e 
I d e a l ' s common-law trademark are excluded from entry i n t o the 
United States; 

3. The public i n t e r e s t f a c t o r s enumerated i n section 337(d) do not 
preclude issuance of the orders referred to above; 
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4. The a r t i c l e s ordered to be excluded from entry Into the United 
States pursuant to paragraphs 1 and 2 above are e n t i t l e d to 
entry under bond i n the amount of 600 percent of the entered 
value of said a r t i c l e s during the p r e s i d e n t i a l review period 
provided for i n section 337(g)(2) (19 U.S.C. § 1337(g)(2)); 

5. Notice of t h i s Action and Order be published i n the Federal 
Register and that copies of t h i s Action and Order and the 
opinions issued i n connection therewith be served upon each 
party of record to t h i s i n v e s t i g a t i o n and upon the Department 
of Health and Human S e r v i c e s , the Department of J u s t i c e , the 
Federal Trade Commission, and the Secretry of the Treasury; 

6. ' The Commission may amend t h i s Order i n accordance with the 
procedure described i n s e c t i o n 211.57 of the Commission's Rules 
of P r a c t i c e and Procedure (19 C.F.R. § 211.57).
