Background.--This proceeding was instituted in response to petitions filed on January 12, 2022, by Chemical Products Corp. (“CPC” or “Petitioner”), Cartersville, Georgia. Countervailing and antidumping duties may be assessed on the subject imports as a result of these proceedings if the Commission makes an affirmative determination of injury, threat, or material retardation, and if the U.S. Department of Commerce (“Commerce”) makes an affirmative determination of subsidization and dumping.
