PART I. GENERAL INFORMATION

Background. On December 20, 2019, the Department of Commerce (“Commerce”) issued antidumping duty orders on imports of acetone from Singapore and Spain, and on March 31, 2020, Commerce issued antidumping orders on acetone from Belgium, South Africa, and South Korea. On November 1, 2024, the Commission instituted a review pursuant to section 751(c) of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1675(c)) (the Act) to determine whether revocation of the orders would be likely to lead to continuation or recurrence of material injury to the domestic industry within a reasonably foreseeable time. If both the Commission and Commerce make an affirmative determination, the orders will remain in place. If either the Commission or Commerce makes a negative determination, Commerce will revoke the order. Pertinent information to this proceeding is available at:

Acetone covered by this proceeding is all grades of liquid or aqueous acetone. Acetone is also known under the International Union of Pure and Applied Chemistry (IUPAC) name propan-2-one. In addition to the IUPAC name, acetone is also referred to as ß-ketopropane (or beta-ketopropane), ketone propane, methyl ketone, dimethyl ketone, DMK, dimethyl carbonyl, propanone, 2-propanone, dimethyl formaldehyde, pyroacetic acid, pyroacetic ether, and pyroacetic spirit. Acetone is an isomer of the chemical formula C3H6O, with a specific molecular formula of CH3COCH3 or (CH3)2CO.
The scope covers both pure acetone (with or without impurities) and acetone that is combined or mixed with other products, including, but not limited to, isopropyl alcohol, benzene, diethyl ether, methanol, chloroform, and ethanol. Acetone that has been combined with other products is included within the scope, regardless of whether the combining occurs in third countries.
The scope also includes acetone that is commingled with acetone from sources not subject to the Orders.
For combined and commingled products, only the acetone component is covered by the scope of the Orders. However, when acetone is combined with acetone components from sources not subject to the Orders, those third country acetone components may still be subject to other acetone proceedings.
Notwithstanding the foregoing language, an acetone combination or mixture that is transformed through a chemical reaction into another product, such that, for example, the acetone can no longer be separated from the other products through a distillation process (e.g., methyl methacrylate (MMA) or Bisphenol A (BPA)), is excluded from the Orders.
A combination or mixture is excluded from the Orders if the total acetone component (regardless of the source or sources) comprises less than 5 percent of the combination or mixture, on a dry weight basis.
The Chemical Abstracts Service (CAS) registry number for acetone is 67-64-1.

Acetone is currently imported under statistical reporting numbers 2914.11.1000 and 2914.11.5000 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS). It may also be imported under HTSUS statistical reporting numbers 3814.00.1000, 3814.00.2000, 3814.00.5010, and 3814.00.5090 for combinations or mixtures of acetone. The HTSUS provisions are for convenience and customs purposes; the written description of the scope is dispositive.

Reporting of information. If information is not readily available from your records, provide carefully prepared estimates. This questionnaire is prepared in the United States with the U.S. number formatting. When this formatting interacts with a computer set to EU number formatting, we believe this may cause this issue.

The solution to this data entry issue is to temporarily change your operating system’s number formatting to be consistent with the U.S. number formatting system while you complete the questionnaire.

To temporarily change your computer’s number settings to U.S. settings, please do the following (for Microsoft Windows Operating system):

· Control Panel
· Region and Language (under Clock, Language, and Region category)
· Format tab
· Change the Format from your existing one (e.g. “Italian (Italy)”) to “English (United States)” (see screen shots below)
