PART I. GENERAL INFORMATION

Background. On November 1, 1996, the Department of Commerce (“Commerce”) suspended an investigation on imports of fresh tomatoes from Mexico pursuant to a suspension agreement with growers and processors that accounted for substantially all imports of fresh tomatoes from Mexico. The suspension agreement was renegotiated four subsequent times, and the most recent suspension agreement was adopted on September 19, 2019. On August 1, 2024, the Commission instituted a review pursuant to section 751(c) of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1675(c)) (the Act) to determine whether termination of the suspended investigation would be likely to lead to continuation or recurrence of material injury to the domestic industry within a reasonably foreseeable time. If both the Commission and Commerce make an affirmative determination, the suspension agreement will remain in place. If either the Commission or Commerce makes a negative determination, Commerce will terminate the suspension agreement. Pertinent information to this proceeding is available at:

Fresh tomatoes covered by this proceeding are all fresh or chilled tomatoes (fresh tomatoes) which have Mexico as their origin, except for those tomatoes which are for processing. For purposes of this suspension agreement, processing is defined to include preserving by any commercial process, such as canning, dehydrating, drying, or the addition of chemical substances, or converting the tomato product into juices, sauces, or purees. In Appendix F of this 2019 Agreement, Commerce has outlined the procedure that Signatories must follow for selling subject merchandise for processing. Fresh tomatoes that are imported for cutting up, not further processing (e.g., tomatoes used in the preparation of fresh salsa or salad bars), are covered by this suspension agreement. 
Commercially grown tomatoes, both for the fresh market and for processing, are classified as Lycopersicon esculentum. Important commercial varieties of fresh tomatoes include common round, cherry, grape, plum, greenhouse, and pear tomatoes, all of which are covered by this suspension agreement. 
Fresh tomatoes are currently imported under subheading 0702.00 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) according to the season of importation. The HTSUS provisions are for convenience and customs purposes; the written description of the scope is dispositive.

Mature Green Tomato--A tomato that has fully grown and developed, but has not begun ripening naturally at the time of harvest with the skin appearing completely green in color (USDA AMS defines this as stage 1 of the ripening process, also known as the “green mature” stage; UFL further disaggregates stage 1 into sub-stages M1-M4). The tomato is not producing ethylene gas naturally and thus requires exposure to an external source of ethylene to begin the ripening process (i.e., has reached stage 2, also known as the “breakers” stage, according to USDA AMS).

Vine Ripe Tomato-- A fully grown and developed tomato that has been picked after the ripening process has begun (i.e., has reached at least stage 2 of the ripening process, also known known as the “breakers” stage, according to USDA AMS). The tomato is naturally producing ethylene gas and does not require an external source of ethylene to continue ripening. The skin of the tomato will show a definitive break from an completely green color (refer to the “breakers,” “turning,” “pink,” “light red” and “red” stages in the unofficial diagram on pg. 16 of the USDA AMS guidelines).

Greenhouse and controlled environment tomatoes-- for purposes of this questionnaire, are defined as tomatoes grown in a fully-enclosed permanent aluminum or fixed steel structure clad in glass, impermeable plastic, or polycarbonate using automated irrigation and climate control (heating and/or cooling and ventilation), in an artificial medium using hydroponic methods.

Open field and adapted environment tomatoes-- for purposes of this questionnaire, are defined as tomatoes other than tomatoes grown in greenhouses and controlled environments, including, but not limited to, tomatoes grown in protected agricultural structures, including tunnels, shade houses, and other temporary or permanent structures, except for those grown in greenhouses and controlled environments, as defined above.

When you do this the number “twelve million dollars and thirty-five cents” would change from $12.000.000,35 (Italy format) to $12,000,000.35 (U.S. format), and then there will be no conflict with the USITC foreign producer questionnaire form. When you finish reporting the data then you can close the questionnaire and switch back to your country settings.
