USITC REPORTS RESULTS OF SURVEY OF THE
U.S. COLOR TV INDUSTRY

The United States'Ihternational Trade Commission has completed its

“seventh quarfer]y survey of U.S. manufacturers of color television receivers

to obtain data on economié faﬁtors indicative of conditions in the U.S.

industry,._The survey, réquired by Presidential Proclamation No. 4511,

covers the fourth quarfer pf 1978. The Céhmission has previously reported

data thaineq for thévfourfh quarter of'1976, the year 1977, and the first

three:quarteks of 1§7§ (USITC Pub]icatidns 866, 886, 901, and 925).
The'Cpmmission hés submitted detailed data in confidence to the

Special Representatfve for Trade Negotiations who is responsible for

monitoring the Orderly Marketing Agreement implemented by the Presidential

Proclamation. Data which do not reveal operations of individual firms have

been aggregated iﬁ USITC Pub]ication‘939. These monthly data cover

January 1977 through December 1978 and show prodUction, shipments, ihventories,

imports, emp]oyﬁent, man-hours, and certain prices of U.S. producers. Copies

of the survey can be obtained by calling (202) 523-5178 or from the Office

of the Secretary, United States International Trade Commission, 701 E St.

Highlight

U.S. production of color television receivers in 1978 was 8.3 million sets,
18 percent higher than 1977. A shift to produﬁtion of sets with screen sizes
less than 20 inches was perceptible. U.S; producers' imports of complete
sets increased,42 percent to 533,560 sets in 1978. Inventories of U.S.
producers increased at a élightly lower rate than production. U.S. producers'
shipments of U;S.—made and imported sets kept pace with U.S. production, but
sales of sets of screen sizes 20 inches and over must have been disappointing
to producers in the fourth quarter. Employment continued a slow, general
decline, the apparent result of imported ana purchased subassemblies and
incréﬁsgd productiyity. U.S. producers' prices were lower on the average
for sets 26”inches and over in 1978 but wére more than $13 higher in the
fourth quarter than in'the same quarter of 1977. The prices of 18- and
19-inches sets were slightly higher for the fourth quarter of 1978 but
lower on average for the year. Average ﬁrices for screen sizes 13 inches
and 16 and 17 incﬁes were substantially lower for the fourth quarter and

13-inches sets were lower for the year. Prices for screen sizes of 16 and 17

inches were marginally higher for the year.






Capsulized Trend Analysis

U.S. production

a

U.S. production in 1978uwas 8.3 million sets, 18‘percent higher than in
1977. Although production was highef in:the three major screen-size categories
of 17 inches'ahd under; 18 and 19 inches, and 20-inches and over, the share
of'production by»major-ééreen size category‘shifted. Sizes 20 inches and
‘over accounted for only 38 percent‘of production in 1978 as opposed to
42 percent in 1977. The other major categories, particularly 18 and 19 inches,
increased in share of total production. Production was higher in each qﬁarter
of 1978.c3ﬁpared to 1977 for each major-screen—size catégory except for
20 inches and over in the fourth quarter when. it.drosped by.about

1 percent. .The largest drop occurred in.the last 2 months of 1978.

U.S. producers' imports

U.S. producers' imports of color sets increased from 376,610 units in 1977
to 533,560 units, or 42 percent, in 1978. ~ A major increase, 54 percent,
occurred in sets with screen sizes 18 inches and over. For sets 17 inches and
under, the increase was 24 percent. Except in the second quarter of 1978,
subétantial increases occurred in each quarter. U.S. producers' imports were

equal to 5.4 percent of U.S. production in 1977 and 6.4 percent in 1978.

U.S. producers' inventories

U.S. producers' inventories ended 1978 at 769,633 sets, 17 percent higher
than in 1977. Inventories shifted to a greater emphasis on the 18- and. 19-
inches screen size categories which accounted for 47 percent of inventory at

the end of 1978 as opposed to only 41 percent at the end of 1977. For



screen size categories of 17 inchee end onder; the share of inVentor&
diminished & points to 14 percent and for categories:of 20 inches and ebove,
the share drOPPed 1 Point to.-about 38 percent Atfthe‘endfoffl958 inVentories
were .9 percent of the 1978 shipments, the same percent as at the end of

1977 and appeared to be.in line with a projected sales year,.or first

quarter, similar to 1977 or 1978.

U.S. producers' shipments

b;S. producers' shiphents for 1978 were 8.2 million sets, 1.1 million
more or'lghpercent higher than in 1977.A Shipmente in ali major screen
size categories were‘higher’in each qnerter in 1978 than in 1977 but
were higher in the fourth ouarter by‘only 1, 364 sets in the 20 inches and
over category owing to a’ disappointing performance in December. In the
17 inches and under category, the increase emounted to 10 percent in

“the 18 and 19 inches category 27 percent, and in the 20 inches and over

category 6 percentffor the year.

U.S. employment

" Employment in U.S. producers; establishments continued a slow, generel
decline not onlp in production and related workers but also in managerial
employees. The average number of production and related workers employed during
the year decreased to'23,855 during 1978 from 24,976 in 1977 and total workers
declined to 27,593 from 29,104. |

The decline in employment occnrred during a year'of significantly increased
production. Some of’the employment»lose may be attributable to the reduced
output and eventual cessation of production by Admiral. Those employers

which supplanted Admiral's production tended to use more imported and

purchased subassemblies or to be more productive. Some producers imported

and sold more imported sets in 1978 than in 1977.



Pricgs

The average unit net selling price for screen size categories of
20 inches and over was $450.38 for 1978, $2.53 lower than in 1977. Average
prices were substantially lower for screen size categories of 13 inches
and 18 and 19 inches, but the average price increased slightly for
16 and 17 inches.

The average unit net selling price of sets 20 inches and over for
the fourth quarter of 1978 was $469.73, $13.06 greater than the price for
the fourth quarter of 1977. A slight increase also took place in the 18-
and l9—inchés category. By contrast, prices of the 13 inches sets and
high volume 18- and 19-inches sets were generally considerably lower in tﬁe

fourth quarter of 1978 than the corresponding quarter of 1977.
