GENERAL INFORMATION

Background.--In August 1988, the Department of Commerce issued antidumping duty orders on
imports of granular polytetrafluoroethylene (PTFE) resin from Italy and Japan (53 F.R. 33163
and 53 F.R. 32267, respectively). On December 1, 2004, the Commission instituted reviews
pursuant to section 751(c) of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1675(¢)) (the Act) to determine
whether revocation of the orders would be likely to lead to continuation or recurrence of material
injury to the domestic industry within a reasonably foreseeable time (69 F.R. 69954). If the
Commission makes affirmative determinations, the orders will remain in place. If the
Commission makes negative determinations, the Department of Commerce will revoke the
orders.

Additional questionnaires will be supplied promptly upon request, or photocopies of the
enclosed questionnaire(s) may be used. Address all correspondence to the United States
International Trade Commission, Washington, DC 20436.

Verification.--The infor mation submitted in the enclosed questionnair e(s) is subject to audit
and verification by the Commission. To facilitate possible verification of data, please keep
all your workpapersand supporting documents used in the preparation of the
guestionnair e r esponse(s).

Release of information.--The information provided by your firm in response to the
guestionnaire(s), as well as any other business proprietary information submitted by your firm to
the Commission in connection with the reviews, may become subject to, and released under, the
administrative protective order provisions of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1677f) and
section 207.7 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (19 CFR § 207.7). This

DEFINITIONS

Granular polytetrafluorethylene (PTFE) resin.--Granular PTFE resin, filled or unfilled,
including (for product from Italy only) PTFE wet raw polymer. The scope of these
investigations excludes PTFE dispersions in water and PTFE fine powders. Imports of granular
PTFE resin are covered by subheading 3904.61.00 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the
United States (HTSUS).

Filled granular PTFE resin.--Granular PTFE resins that are mixed with filler materials, such as
glass, graphite, bronze, or carbon, either through a mechanical mixing process to produce low-
flow filled resins or in a solvent to produce free-flowing (agglomerized) filled resins.

Unfilled granular PTFE resin.--Granular PTFE resin that is not filled.

Reprocessed (scrap) PTEE.--Granular PTFE which is generally rejected or waste material
obtained from processors of virgin granular PTFE. Processing involves reduction of particle size
through repeated cutting processes, chemical cleaning, and drying.

PTEE aqueous dispersions (PTFE dispersions).--PTFE homopolymers converted from the
monomer through dispersion polymerization to form submicron PTFE particles dispersed in
water.

PTFEE fine powder.--PTFE homopolymers agglomerated from PTFE agueous dispersions and
dried to form a powder.

PTFE wet raw polymer.--Wet, unfinished granular PTFE polymer recovered from the
suspension polymerization process reaction of tetrafluoroethylene (TFE) monomer.

Both PTFE dispersions and PTFE fine powder will form fibers (will fibrillate) but granular
PTFE will not.

Firm.--Anindividual proprietorship, partnership, joint venture, association, corporation
(including any subsidiary corporation), business trust, cooperative, trustee in bankruptcy, or
receiver under decree of any court.

Related firm.--A firm that your firm solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled; a
firm that solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm; and/or afirm that
was solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled by afirm that also solely or
jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm.

Establishment.--Each facility of afirmin Italy and/or Japan involved in the production of
granular PTFE resin (as defined above), including auxiliary facilities operated in conjunction
with (whether or not physically separate from) such facilities.

United States.--For purposes of this review, the 50 States, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands,
and the District of Columbia.

I mporter.--Any person or firm engaged, either directly or through a parent company or
subsidiary, in importing granular PTFE resin (as defined above) into the United States from a
foreign manufacturer or through its selling agent.

Average production capacity.--The level of production that your establishment(s) could
reasonably have expected to attain during the specified periods. Assume normal operating
conditions (i.e., using equipment and machinery in place and ready to operate; normal operating
levels (hours per week/weeks per year) and time for downtime, maintenance, repair, and
cleanup; and atypical or representative product mix).

Production.--All production in your establishment(s) in Italy and/or Japan, including production
consumed internally within your firm.

Shipments.--Shipments of products produced in your establishment(s) in Italy and/or Japan.

Shipment quantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

Shipment values.--Vaues reported should be net values (i.e., gross sales values less all
discounts, allowances, rebates, prepaid freight, and the value of returned goods) in U.S.
dollars, f.0.b. your point of shipment in Italy and/or Japan.

Home market commercial shipments.--Shipments, other than internal consumption and
transfersto related firms, within Italy and/or Japan.

Home market internal consumption/transfersto related firms.--Shipments made to
related firmsin Italy and Japan, including product consumed internally by your firm.

Export shipments.--Shipments to destinations outside Italy and/or Japan, including
shipmentsto related firms.

| nventories.--Finished goods inventory, not raw materials or work-in-progress.
