GENERAL INFORMATION

Background.--These investigations were instituted in response to a petition filed effective
December 31, 2007 by Compass Chemical International LLC, Huntsville, TX. Antidumping
duties may be assessed on the subject imports as aresult of these investigationsif the Commission
makes an affirmative determination of injury, threat, or material retardation, and if the U.S.
Department of Commerce makes an affirmative determination of dumping.

Release of information.--The information provided by your firm in response to the
guestionnaire(s), as well as any other business proprietary information submitted by your firmto
the Commission in connection with the investigations, may become subject to, and rel eased under,
the administrative protective order provisions of the Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1677f) and
section 207.7 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (19 CFR § 207.7). Thismeans
that certain lawyers and other authorized individuals may temporarily be given access to the
information for use in connection with these investigations or other import-injury investigations
conducted by the Commission on the same or similar merchandise; those individuals would be
subject to severe penaltiesif the information were divulged to unauthorized individuals.

DEFINITIONS

ATMP.—All aqueous, acidic (non-neutralized) forms, most commonly 50 percent, of
aminotrimethylenephosphonic acid,* sometimes also referred to as
nitrilotrismethylenephosphonic acid (NTP). In addition to the 50-percent concentration of the
activeingredient, ATMP has impurity limits as follows: maximums of 35 parts per million (ppm)
iron, 1 percent HCI, and Gardner 1 color. The proper, and only, Chemical Abstract Service (CAS)
registry number is6419-19-8. ATMP is properly provided for in statistical reporting number
2931.00.9043 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS). Although the
CAS and HTSUS numbers are provided for convenience, the written description of the ATMP
subject to these investigationsiis dispositive.

HEDP.—AII agueous, acidic (non-neutralized) forms, most commonly 60 percent, of
1-hydroxyethylidene-1,1-diphosphonic acid,” sometimes also referred to as

hydroxyethylidenedi phosphonic acid, hydroxyethanedi phosphonic acid, acetodiphosphonic acid,
or etidronic acid. The proper, and only, CAS registry number is 2809-21-4. HEDP is properly
provided for in statistical reporting number 2931.00.9043 of the HTSUS. Although the CAS and
HTSUS numbers are provided for convenience, the written description of the HEDP subject to
these investigations is dispositive.

Firm.--Anindividua proprietorship, partnership, joint venture, association, corporation
(including any subsidiary corporation), business trust, cooperative, trustee in bankruptcy, or
receiver under decree of any court.

Related firm.--A firm that your firm solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled; a
firm that solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm; and/or afirm that
was solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled by afirm that also solely or jointly
owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm.

Establishment.--Each facility of afirm in the United States involved in the production,
importation, and/or purchase of ATMP or HEDP (as defined above), including auxiliary facilities
operated in conjunction with (whether or not physically separate from) such facilities.

United States.--For purposes of these investigations, the 50 States, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin
Islands, and the District of Columbia.

| mporter.--Any person or firm engaged, either directly or through a parent company or subsidiary,
in importing ATMP or HEDP (as defined above) into the United States from aforeign
manufacturer or through its selling agent.

DEFINITIONS—Continued

| mports.--Those products identified for Customs purposes as imports for consumption for which
your firm was the importer of record (i.e., was responsible for paying any import duty) or
consignee (i.e., to which the merchandise was first delivered).

| mport guantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

| mport values.--Values reported should be landed, duty-paid values at the U.S. port of
entry, including ocean freight and insurance costs, brokerage charges, and import duties (i.e., all
charges except inland freight in the United States).

Purchaser.--Any person or firm engaged, either directly or through a parent company or
subsidiary, in purchasing ATMP or HEDP (as defined above) from another firm that produces,
imports, or otherwise distributes ATMP or HEDP. A retail firm that istheimporter of record may
be considered a purchaser.

Purchases.--Purchases from all sources, NOT including direct imports from foreign producers
(which should be reported in an importer questionnaire).

Purchase guantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

Purchase values.--Vauesreported should be net values (i.e., gross purchase values less all
discounts, allowances, rebates, and the value of returned goods), delivered to your U.S.
receiving point.

Shipments.--Shipments of products produced in or imported by your U.S. establishment(s).
Include shipmentsto the contracting firm of product produced by your firm under atoll agreement.

Shipment guantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

Shipment values.--Va ues reported should be net values (i.e., gross sales values less all
discounts, allowances, rebates, prepaid freight, and the value of returned goods), f.o.b.
your U.S. point of shipment. The value of domestic shipments to the contracting firm
under atoll agreement is the conversion fee (including profit).




DEFINITIONS—Continued

Types of shipments:

U.S. shipments.--Commercial shipments, internal consumption, and transfers to related
firmswithin the United States.

Commercial shipments.--Shipments, other than internal consumption and transfers
to related firms, within the United States.

| nternal consumption.--Product consumed internally by your firm.

Transfersto related firms.--Shipments made to related domestic firms.

Export shipments.--Shipments to destinations outside the United States, including
shipmentsto related firms.

| nventories.--Finished goods inventory, not raw materials or work-in-progress.
Thefollowing definitions apply only to the PRODUCER QUESTIONNAIRE.

Average production capacity.--The level of production that your establishment(s) could
reasonably have expected to attain during the specified periods. Assume normal operating
conditions (i.e., using equipment and machinery in place and ready to operate; normal operating
levels (hours per week/weeks per year) and time for downtime, maintenance, repair, and cleanup;
and atypical or representative product mix).

Toll agreement.--Agreement between two firms whereby the first firm furnishes the raw materials
and the second firm uses the raw materials to produce a product that it then returnsto the first firm
with acharge for processing costs, overhead, etc.

Production.--All production in your U.S. establishment(s), including production consumed
internally within your firm and production for another firm under atoll agreement.

PRWs.--Production and related workers, including working supervisors and all nonsupervisory
workers (including group leaders and trainees) engaged in fabricating, processing, assembling,
inspecting, receiving, storage, handling, packing, warehousing, shipping, trucking, hauling,
maintenance, repair, janitorial and guard services, product development, auxiliary production for
plant’s own use (e.g., power plant), recordkeeping, and other services closely associated with the
above production operations.

Average number employed.--Add the number of employees, both full-time and part-time, for the
12 pay periods ending closest to the 15th of the month and divide that total by 12. For the
January-September periods, calculate ssimilarly and divide by 9.




DEFINITIONS—Continued

Hours worked.--Include time paid for sick leave, holidays, and vacation time. Include overtime
hours actually worked; do not convert overtime pay to its equivalent in straight-time hours.

Wages paid.--Total wages paid before deductions of any kind (e.g., withholding taxes, old-age and
unemployment insurance, group insurance, union dues, bonds, etc.). Include wages paid directly
by your firm for overtime, holidays, vacations, and sick leave.

Fiscal year.--The 12-month period between settlement of your firm’s financial accounts.

Continued Dumping and Subsidy Offset Act (Byrd Amendment) funds received.--Funds
disbursed by the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection under the Continued Dumping and
Subsidy Offset Act of 2000 (the “Byrd Amendment”). The Byrd Amendment provides for the
annual distribution of the duties collected pursuant to antidumping and countervailing duty orders.
The distribution is available to “affected domestic producers for qualifying expenditures.”

Purchases other than direct imports.--Purchases from U.S. producers, U.S. importers, and other
U.S. sources.
