Product information, including uses/applications and source(s) of imports:

Herbicides containing tralkoxydim formulations, imported from Canada and the United Kingdom, are
used to control grass weeds in wheat and barley.  Tralkoxydim formulations from Canada are not eligible
for NAFTA duty preference because the Tralkoxydim technical which is imported from the United
Kingdom represents greater than 50 percent of the formulation cost.
