Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. ACRYLIC OR MODACRYLIC STAPLE FIBERS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Heading 9902.10.22 of the Har-
monized Tariff Schedule of the United States (relating to
acrylic or modacrylie staple fibers) is amended by striking
“12/31/2012” and inserting “12/31/2015”.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
