This synthetic organic chemical is a technical grade active ingredient used in formulations of insecticides. The product is
imported from Japan. The inclusion of the two CAS numbers reflects both the CAS number that was assigned to the original
chemical nomenclature and the new CAS number assigned to the newly official IUPAC nomenclature (reflected in the article
description above). Both the original and the new IUPAC (and CAS) nomenclatures are still in use.

A BILL

To suspend temporarily the duty on Buprofezin.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. BUPROFEZIN.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter II of chapter 99 of
the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States is
amended by inserting in numerical sequence the following
new heading:
