Glass fiber rovings (other than of a kind used in industry as packing or lubricating materials) with filaments having a specific
modulus (calculated using specific weight) of 3.57x10/6 m and a specific tensile strength of 122,000 m (provided for in
subheading 7019.12.00)

The subject product is glass fiber rovings, usually imported as extruded glass filaments bundled together for further
processing or use as a manufacturing input. Glass fiber rovings are used in the manufacture of fiberglass for industrial
applications, such as for transportation and alternative energy products (e.g., wind turbine blades). China is the largest
supplier of glass fiber rovings to the U.S. market.
