It is imported from France,
China, and Japan. Bills H.R. 5628, S. 2749, and S. 2945 provide for the extension of the existing Chapter 99 provision, but
these bills do not modify the article description as H.R. 5181 does.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. MIXTURES OR COPRECITATES OF YTTRIUM

OXIDE AND EUROPIUM OXIDE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Heading 9902.23.04 of the Har-
monized Tariff Schedule of the United States (relating to
mixtures or coprecipitates of yttrium oxide and europium
oxide) 1s amended—

(1) by amending the article description to read

as follows: “Mixtures or coprecitates of yttrium

(2) by striking the date in the effective period
column and inserting “12/31/2015".

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
