I have reviewed the staff conference, I have
reviewed the comments of Respondents' counsel, I have
spoken with staff, and it is clear to me that with
respect to the petition, the submission of data, and
even, in one instance, APO procedure, we have had
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problems.

With respect to Petitioners' counsel, there
have been significant instances of untimely filings,
incomplete filings, and in one case, at least, a
filing improperly served. That has placed an
additional burden on our staff, but to the staff's
credit, the work product, the staff report that was
turned out, I feel, is an excellent product, and I
understand that a lot of that had to do with Mr.
Motwane. So I thank you for that.

So, in the end, we do have a credible work
product to move forward with, but I think I would be
remiss if I didn't express my disappointment in these
things that have occurred up to now, and I hope, by
saying this, it sets the tone, assuming we go forward
after this vote is cast. That concludes my remarks.
