This proceeding was instituted in response to a petition filed on August 29, 2013 by Clearon Corp., South Charleston, WV; and Occidental Chemical Corp. Dallas, TX.  

Countervailing and/or antidumping duties may be assessed on the subject imports as a result of this proceeding if the Commission makes an affirmative determination of injury, threat, or material retardation, and if the U.S. Department of Commerce makes an affirmative determination of subsidization and/or dumping. 

Merchandise covered by these investigations.

Chlorinated isocyanurates (“chlorinated isos”) covered by these investigations are derivatives of cyanuric acid, described as chlorinated s-triazine triones.  There are three primary chemical compositions of chlorinated isocyanurates:   (I) trichloroisocyanuric acid ("TCCA") (Cl3(NC0)3),  (2) sodium  dichloroisocyanurate (dihydrate) (NaCl2(NC0)3 X 2H20), and (3) sodium dichloroisocyanurate (anhydrous) (NaCl2(NC0)3). Chlorinated isocyanurates are available in powder, granular, and solid (e.g., tablet or stick) forms.

Chlorinated isos is currently classified under U.S. Harmonized Tariff Schedule (“HTS” subheadings 2933.69.6015, 2933.69.6021, 2933.69.6050, 3808.50.4000, 3808.94.5000, and 3808.99.9500. Although the HTS subheadings are provided for convenience and customs purposes, the written description of the merchandise is dispositive.
