Granular/powder.--includes both trichloroisocyanuric acid or “trichlor,” which has approximately 90 percent available chlorine, and sodium dichloroisocyanurate or “dichlor” both in anhydrous form, with approximately 62 to 63 percent available chlorine, and in dihydrate form, with approximately 55.0 to 57.1 percent available chlorine.

Tablets.--Multi-function tablets and sticks made from trichlor or dichlor.  Some tablets may contain additives including algaecides, clarifiers, or other materials.
