This questionnaire pertains to certain iron mechanical transfer drive components (“IMTDCs”).
The United States International Trade Commission is investigating IMTDCs under the provisions
of Subtitle A and Subtitle B of Title VII of the Tariff Act of 1930.

In this proceeding, the Commission must determine whether an industry in the United States is
materially injured or is threatened with material injury, or the establishment of an industry in
the United States is materially retarded, by reason of imports from Canada and China of
IMTDCs that have been found to be subsidized and sold in the United States at less than fair
value.
